Compassionate Grace
Counseling Center

LMS Disaster Relief  is able to respond quickly
to a natural disaster to bring water, fresh
clothing, personal care items, Bibles and
spiritual comfort to people in crisis.  The well-
stocked trailer unit serves as the LMS Southern
Maryland Mobile Compassion Center while
awaiting emergency use in time of disaster.

Compassionate Grace Counseling Center  is
a faith-based counseling program whose
purpose is to provide low-to-no cost counseling
to the community.  Called to purpose in 2010,
the Compassionate Grace Counseling Center
operates under a need-based sliding fee.

The Lutheran Mission Society, established
in 1905, is a Christian Health & Welfare
organization with eight Compassion Centers
– seven in Maryland and one in York,
Pennsylvania.  The Lutheran Mission
Society’s Compassion Centers serve over
500 walk-in clients per day – providing food,
clothing, health services, disaster relief,
chaplaincy,  and Christian counseling.

LMS Compassion Shelters offer efficiency
apartments to church workers and low-
income families.  The program has locations
in Annapolis, MD and York, PA.

VOLUNTEER – LMS needs individuals and
groups involved.  Enjoy meaningful work in
the Lord and warm Christian fellowship.   As
one long-time volunteer said:  “I feel like I
receive even more than the people we help.”

GIVE – Financial gifts are always needed.  We
need to pay for rent, mortgages, gas and
electric, fuel, etc. – all the necessities required
to  provide this life-changing ministry.
